Kumiyama Town ð Declaration as a Peaceful Town:  
 

òWe, as members of the human race, wish to keep our world peaceful. As 

victims of nuclear bombing, we have experienced the horrors of nuclear 

weapons and feel the pain of its victims. We hope this unpleasant calamity 

is never repeated. Hereupon, Kumiyama Town declares peace in our town, 

so that our descendants understand the theory of eternal peace as estab-

lished in the constitution of Japan.ó

Kumiyama Council, which is part of the Kyoto prefecture, is responsible for, among many 

things, their education system. This responsibility is one taken very seriously and thoughtfully. 

The aims of the education system are very much in line with a peaceful approach. The follow-

ing statement from Kumiyamaõs Charter indicates the strong desire to make peace an aim for 

their community.

Why Kumiyama? 

Warwickõs relationship with Kumiyama began 

in 1983 following student exchanges through 

Warwick State High School. The High School 

has continued its exchange program with 

Kumiyama and has entered into a sister school 

agreement with Kumiyama Junior High School 

with many students benefitting from visits in 

both directions. 

When the Peace Festival was first held in 2005 

we took this relationship a step further by 

inviting their football team to be part of our 

festival carnival. This was a great success and 

has been continued at every festival since. The 

Warwick Colts team also had the privilege of 

visiting Kumiyama in 2008. 

At our 2009 festival we broadened the cul-

tural exchange with a visit also by ladies who 

performed traditional Japanese Tea Cere-

mony. This ceremony was performed for 

councillors, schools students and at Peace in 

the Park and was a festival highlight. The visit 

in 2011 by Taishokoto Strings is a further de-

velopment of this cultural exchange.  

While not an official sister city relationship, 

the Warwick-Kumiyama friendship is a long-

standing and strong one. Warwick is held in 

high regard by Kumiyama Council and resi-

dents. For example, their town library has 

Warwick included in its times around the 

world clock display!

Scott will also be running a one day workshop for teachers, social workers, psy-

chologists and other professionals entitled  òConflict Resolution and Mediationó at 

Slade School Chapel on Friday 6th May from 9.15 to 4.15. The workshop will ex-

plore conflict and impart the essential principles and process of informal mediation. 

Specific conflict resolution skills will be presented and practised. The workshop will 

be useful in conflict in the classroom, client work, workplace and in personal rela-

tions.
